A quick look told
him everything was going to be okay...."Thank you and may God bless you,” the
grateful child told the stranger. Too shook up for words, the man simply
watched the boy push his wheelchair-bound brother down the sidewalk toward
their home. It was a long, slow walk back to the Jaguar. The damage was very
noticeable, but the driver never bothered to repair the dented side door. He kept
the dent there to remind him of this message “Don’t go through life so fast
that someone has to throw a brick at you to get you r attention!”  God
whispers in our souls and speaks to our hearts.
