Father Edwin’s Favourite Steamed Pudding Recipe  (by request) 
 

1 tablespoon margarine/butter;      ½ cup milk 
1 cup SR flour                               ½ cup sugar 
4 dessertspoons syrup      1 egg 
 

Cream butter and sugar, add egg, milk and flour. 
 Spoon into dish (larger than 1 litre) 
Put syrup  on top - No need to spread the syrup over.(Jam works well 
too)  

Cover loosely with Glad Wrap. Microwave on High 5 minutes. 
This makes quite a big mixture so you can halve it if you wish.  Cooking 
time is then 3 mins.

Stewards are called to b e wise managers of their master’s 
property and  affairs. Those who manage well are rewarded 

with greater responsibility.  Those who manage badly, or abuse their privilege, 
are called to give account and are reprimanded.   
 

In the Parable of the three Servants, God gave each of ;them different amounts 
of gold coins in accordance with their ability.  They are required to use their gold 
coins to make a profit.  Those who succeed are rewarded with greater responsi-
bility, those who fail lose their privileges.

FROM ARCHBISHIP PHILLIP AT THE LAMBETH CONFERENCE  
 
The Lambeth Conference has reached its half-way point and I wanted to convey to you 
some sense of how thing are unfolding.  
 

Nearly 1400 bishops and their spouses are attending.  It has been a fascinating and 
stimulating experience with many  highlights. 
 

The Conference began with an excellent retreat led by the Archbishop of  Canterbury, 
Rowan Williams. It was not just the insightfulness of the Archbishop of Canterbury’s   
addresses but something of his own humility and graciousness that were the gifts of 
these two days.   
 

Developing relationships is a key aim of the Conference.  It is especially moving to hear 
first hand the stories of those from countries such as Zimbabwe, the   Sudan, Ethiopia 
and northern Pakistan.   

 

The opening Eucharist in Canterbury Cathedral was a wonderful experience, 
which expressed the international Anglican Communion at its best.  The      
Gospel procession from the choir into the nave by the Melanesian brothers and 
sisters with dance and song, before kneeling around the gospel as it was read 
was just one marvelous instance of the culture of one country showcasing an 
aspect of our common international Eucharistic practice.   

 

In larger groups we have begun discussing some more common issues for the          
communion, including how we might as a communion and as individual dioceses and 
bishops support the further implementation of the millennium development goals.  These 
include halving extreme poverty and hunger around the world by 2015.  Thursday was a 
particularly striking day with a great ‘Walk of Witness’ through the streets of London    
supporting the Millennium Development goals.  On arrival at Lambeth Palace the      
gathering was addressed by British Prime   Minister Gordon Brown who spoke with     
enormous passion and energy in support of the goals and encouraged us to urge our 
own governments to commit themselves to achieving them.  
 

An important focus of the last two days has been the question of the care of the           
environment; Australians have taken a major role of leadership in this important aspect of 
our work, and we look forward to an important agreed statement coming from this      
conference.  
 

For all the excitement and development of relationships with one another, some ongoing 
issues and concerns about the Anglican Communion present  themselves and run like an 
undercurrent wanting to surface.  In the coming week much discussion will centre on the 
covenant proposal from the Windsor Report which arises as one response to secure the 
viability and unity of the    Anglican communion in the face of differing attitudes to same 
sex issues in parts of the communion.  
 

Overall however, there is much good will, and a           
willingness to share ideas and reflections in a spirit of 
growing trust and affection for one another.   
 

Please continue to pray for us all and know that the    
bishops gathered here have prayed for Australia.
