
ABM Reflections of Today’s Readings  

 

Water is sometimes stored at the base of a permeable layer of rock which lies 
over a layer of impermeable rock.  Moses may have learnt that from Jethro’s 

family for whom he worked in the desert.  Writers who see the wilderness as an impossi-
ble place in which to survive may write it up, as so many Old Testament stories seem to 
be written, as this—is—who—it—seems—to—us stories.  On the other hand Philippians 
2 describes the greatest wonder of all: The Word became flesh. (It didn’t just seem to do 
so.)  In his conversation with the chief priests and elders in the Gospel reading, Jesus 
again suggests that the ones who “believed him” were not the religious, but the tax col-
lectors and prostitutes.  Who would be their equivalent today?  
· Pray for a deeper and deeper understanding of Jesus’ coming among us.
