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Last Sunday was Christ the King and I came across this short reflection recently.  

 “It has been written anonymously that Jesus was ‘a young man who was born in 
an obscure village, the child of a peasant woman …. He worked  in a carpentry 
shop until he was 30. He never wrote a book. He never held an office. He never 
owned a home. He never had a family. He never went to university … He never 
did one of the things that usually accompany greatness. He had no credentials 
but himself.  While still a young man the tide of public opinion turned against 
him. His friends ran away. He was turned over to his enemies … He was nailed 
between two thieves. While he was dying, his executioners gambled for the only 
piece of property he had on earth, and that was his coat. When he was dead, he 
was laid in a borrowed grave through the piety of a friend. Twenty             
centuries  have come and gone and today he is the leader of the column of            
progress.  I am far within the mark when I say that all the armies that ever 
marched, and all the kings that ever reigned put together have not affected the 
life of men and women upon this earth as has that one solitary life.’  

The anonymous writer here gives us the answer to what sort of king Jesus 
was.  He was not a king over land  or territory, but he was a ‘King of 
Hearts’.  The only power he had was the power of love. 

The Feast of Christ the King, the King of Hearts, asks us what rules our hearts? 
What motivates us, moves us, what drives us along in life, and how?  What and 
whom do we make time for? 

Recently a newspaper article reported a young father who used to love to read 
to his little daughter every night before she went to sleep. As he became busier 
in his job, he found this reading time difficult so he bought his daughter a CD 
player and taught her how to use it to listen to the stories on it. One night he 
came in fairly late and went into his daughter’s room to find her crying on her 
chair. He asked her what was the matter, and she said he never read to her  
anymore. He said he gave her the CD player for that purpose. She burst out 
crying again and said: ‘But I can’t sit on a CD player’s knee’. In other words a 
CD player cannot convey a father’s love, can’t share its heart with another.” 
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Archbishop’s November Appeal  
 

The Archbishop’s November Appeal this year will assist communities in the    
Diocese of Popondota to rebuild and replace church properties which were    
destroyed in November last year by Cyclone Guba.   Churches, community 
schools and aid posts need rebuilding.  The people have the skills to build, but 
need our help to buy building materials. They also need to replace radio’s—their 
only link with other villages.
