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In the Hebrew Scriptures we read stories of 
people putting on sackcloth and sitting in 
ashes as a symbolic act of repentance.  This was one of the major 
ways of saying “I’m sorry” to God, and indicating a desire to turn 
one’s life around.  While we may not do this particular practice    
today, a glimpse of it occurs with the beginning of Lent, and the 
observance of Ash Wednesday (February 25).  
 
The season of Lent is often a time of renewing our spirits, of trying 
to get a little closer to God.  An excellent way to begin that process 
is by acknowledging what we have done that distances us from 
God and making a commitment to change.  That is the gift of this 
Lenten season, and one of the symbols of Ash Wednesday: a        
reminder that no matter where we have journeyed, we can always 
turn and re-focus our attention of God’s way.

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The Good Shepherd Family — our purpose is to grow together in Christ,  
to worship and learn, to be the Good News.   
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Our Archbishop Phillip Aspinall, together with Archbishop 
Phillip Freier from Melbourne travelled through the worst-
affected areas of Victoria on Wednesday and Thursday 
last week.  The scale of these fires and the destruction 
they have wrought is difficult to  comprehend.  The human 
toll, in terms of lives lost (currently 201) and families torn 
apart, is enormous and the cost to communities, already 
struggling with drought conditions and economic          
pressures, is extremely high.  
 
Archbishop Phillip commends most strongly the Natio nal Home Mission 
Fund Bushfire Appeal.  The National Home Mission Fund is the Anglican 
Church of Australia’s national organisation for responding to missionary needs 
and natural  disasters, particularly in rural   Australia.  Funds raised from the   
appeal will be used to provide pastoral care and pastoral ministry in the areas of 
Victoria worst affected.  It is vital that provision be made for the adequate care of 
people in those areas in the medium and longer terms, as they come to terms 
with their loss and begin the process of  rebuilding.  Archbishop Phillip seeks our 
support for this most important appeal. Funds raised will support clergy and  
pastoral ministry to those whose lives have been affected by the fires while 
those communities find their feet again and   rebuild.  Both the church & rectory 
at Marysville have been destroyed, and also the church at King Lake was      
destroyed.  Thankfully the priests from Marysville Norman & Patti Hart are safe.  
Similarly, Andrew Scrudder, the previous incumbent is safe and his home has          
survived, one of only 7 out of 150 in Marysville not to have been destroyed.   
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How can we help?  We are having a retiring 
collection for the National Home Mission Fund 
Bushfire Appeal again this week.  Please give 
as generously as you are able.
