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ABM Reflections on todays Readings  

 

Jeremiah’s prophecy finds its fulfillment when some Greeks come to see    
Jesus.  For John the Evangelist, the verb ‘to see’ means ‘to know’.  So the 

Greeks have come to know God.  Yet the request causes Jesus’ soul to be troubled and 
he regards it as a sign that his hour has come.  Though filled with apprehension, Jesus 
does not shirk his mission but  acknowledges that he has come to draw all people to   
himself by his death.   
· Pray that you may not try to dodge testing times, or difficult decisions, but may 

find in them an opportunity to glorify God.
