| can remember when we were in Clermont in the 1980’s that we used to
conduct Stations of the Cross around the very big church property on
Good Friday. We would stop every 20 or 30 meters, have a short
address, some prayers and remember the particular event in the life of
our Lord.

Invariably, during this solemn and prayerful activity, a Mr Whippy Van
would stop on the road near the solemn gathering, the tune
Greensleeves blaring over the loud speaker, and the driver hanging out
the window, hoping to snare some business from the crowd.

Easter can be a bit of a nuisance; the holiday is good, but it can get in
the road of good business. Mr Whippy is glad to find people at home on
Good Friday, but probably can't understand the funereal atmosphere that
pervades, even in Clermont.

Like Daylight Saving, Easter can be quite awkward for business. As can
the changing date of Easter. Business periodically attempts to take
Easter from the Church, set a standard date for Easter, and organize a
better bunny and egg promotion.

And yet, if you listened again with open heart to the story of the suffering
and death of Jesus, then you know that it is impossible to take Easter for
granted. You probably have that feeling of wanting to shout to everyone
“stop everything for a minute—this is the greatest moment in history!”

Perhaps you have known hatred and bitterness. Most of us have been
hurt by loneliness and isolation. Maybe you have suffered prejudice and
rejection. Perhaps you have been ill and known such terrible sickness
that you wanted to die. You may be bereaved and weighed down with a
sadness that will not go away, feeling no hope in anything. Have you
known moments of despair? If you have then you know what it is to die
or nearly die.

Lift up your hearts! This is YOUR day. The Lord has done
away with death. He wants us to do away with all its
remnants: bitterness, prejudice, and the burdens we place
on ourselves. Have strength in sickness, comfort in sorrow, %f
for Jesus shows us that suffering is not the last word.

Being a
poor man, it was all he could afford.

‘We have $10, who will bid $20?’

‘Give it to him for $10. Let’s see the masters.’

The crowd was becoming angry. They didn’t want the picture of the son.
They wanted the more worthy investments for their collections.

The auctioneer pounded the gavel. ‘Going once, twice, SOLD for $10.

A man sitting in the second row shouted, ‘Now let's get on with the
collection!’

The auctioneer laid down his gavel. ‘I'm sorry, the auction is over.’
‘What about the paintings?’

Take my Son

A wealthy man and his son loved to collect rare
works of art. They had everything in their collection,
from Picasso to Raphael. They would often sit
together and admire the great works of art.

When the Vietnam conflict broke out, the son went to war. He was very
courageous and died in battle while rescuing another soldier. The
father was notified and grieved deeply for his only son.

About a month later, just before Christmas, there was a knock at the
door. A young man stood at the door with a large package in his hands.

He said, ‘Sir, you don’t know me, but | am the soldier for whom your son
gave his life. He saved many lives that day, and he was carrying me to
safety when a bullet struck him in the heart and he died instantly. He
often talked about you, and your love for art.” The young man held out
his package. ‘I know this isn’'t much. I'm not really a great artist, but |
think your son would have wanted you to have this.’

The father opened the package. It was a portrait of his son, painted by
the young man. He stared in awe at the way the soldier had captured
the personality of his son in the painting. The father was so drawn to the
eyes that his own eyes welled up with tears. He thanked the young man
and offered to pay him for the picture. ‘Oh, no sir, | could never repay
what your son did for me. It's a gift.’

The father hung the portrait over his mantle. Every time visitors came to
his home he took them to see the portrait of his son before he showed
them any of the other great works he had collected.

The man died a few months later. There was to be a great auction of his
paintings. Many influential people gathered, excited over seeing the
great paintings and having an opportunity to purchase one for their
collection.

On the platform sat the painting of the son. The auction-
eer pounded his gavel. ‘We will start the bidding with this
picture of the son. Who will bid for this picture?’
