ABM Reflections on Today’s Readings  
 

A rather famous Anglican chapel in England has in its roof a pair of pierced, 
plaster feet moving through a circle of silver clouds into an azure blue heaven.  Rays of 
glory surge from the feet.  We may not have such a developed sense of what the       
Ascension looked like as the artist did but we can, nonetheless, get some concrete    
direction about what the Ascension means for us.  Immediately before the mysterious 
event took place, St. Matthew tells us that Jesus told the disciples to ‘Go into all the world 
and    proclaim the good news to the whole creation’.  We don’t really need to be hanging 
around contemplating what the Ascension might have looked like.  We’ve got enough to 
be getting on with.   
· Pray that you may help the Church to go into the world and proclaim the good news, 

whether through your own missionary service, generous giving or copious prayer.  
· Pray for the Episcopal Church in the Philippines and their lay ministries program.
