Do we have yours??? 
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Behold, I make all things new — even YOU. 
 

Isn’t it easy to get up in the morning and think “A new day—same 
old stuff”! 
 

It is so easy to relive each day as if it’s the same.  And yet, I believe that one of the           
biggest reasons why people have difficulty in being vitalized each day is that they hang 
on to their past.   
 

Instead of remembering beaut events and relationships, they recall, relive and dwell on 
all the negatives.  They won’t let go of their past.  
 

What are these negatives? Well they can be previous failures, arguments and therefore 
negative opinions of others or they might be their own fears and self-doubts.  
 

Some of us remember the old classroom blackboard, and the dusty chalk! Who among 
us hasn’t put a hand up calling out “Miss, Miss, me, me” for the privilege of cleaning the 
board, and then having to escape the classroom to clean the dusters?  
 

All of the negatives that plague our lives are like old chalk left on a blackboard.  It can be 
removed by simply taking out the duster and wiping the board clean.  But this is only go-
ing to happen when you are willing to do so.   
 

In order to rise above the old chalk dust, though, you must do MORE than wipe the slate 
clean though.  You must also give yourself NEW instructions.  
 

These new instructions are no different than the other words you would read on a black-
board or computer screen—with ONE major distinction.  These words are positive.  They 
are pure and powerful.  And they’re designed to take you where you want to go in life.  
They’re not designed to keep you stuck in the past.   
 

There is a time and place to recall the past—but it’s the positive past that needs to be 
recalled most of the time; the past that, when focused upon, causes you to be more              
loving and forgiving, to be more caring and generous. 
 

Each night, as I pray my “goodnights” before I go to bed, I make sure I clean the black-
board of my mind—my mistakes, failures and setbacks.  I begin with a gratitude moment, 
taking the time to tell my heavenly Father how grateful I am for many of the experiences I 
had during the day, and for the people I’ve met.  Then I take hold of the Lord’s promise to 
make all things new. I remember St Paul’s injunction to be renewed by the transforming 
of my mind (Romans 12:2)  I clean this board even if I think it doesn’t need it—because I 
know that forgetting to do so makes for a board filled with notes on your board, yourself 
included, unless they are leading to the fulfillment of your goal.  
 

Allow Holy Spirit to flow through the rooms of your mind, dusting and cleaning, polishing 
and cleaning each room as He goes—the room of friendships, the room of those we are 
disenchanted with, the room of work, the room of family, and 
so on.  Invite healing warmth to mend the fractures, to sooth 
the bruises, and to forgive the times when you have simply 
not been able to hit the target of loving kindness to those 
around us.
