ABM Reflections on Today’s Readings  
 

O God, your sea is so great and my boat is so small  — Breton     seafarer’s 
prayer.  What are we to make of the curious incident when Jesus at first sleeps through a 
storm as a boat is taking on water, and then when woken,   rebukes the sea and calms if 
by his voice? For the first-century Jews the sea was seen as chaotic, even malevolent, 
and only God could tame its power.  (St John the Divine sees a new heaven and a new 
earth with ‘no more sea’ Through his description of the calming of the storm, the Gospel 
writer is telling us that this person, Jesus, is God.  
· Give thanks for Jesus’ power to calm chaotic situations as they arise and pray that 

you may be able to help bring his peace into the world is some way.   
· Pray for the Mission to Seafarers and the other Anglican Mission Agencies in  

Australia.
