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What is wrong with the world?  Sunshine Coast is 28 degrees and Melbourne is 
38 degrees?  
 

These days we are all used to hearing about Climate Change.  
 

HOWEVER, there’s something you and I can learn from the whole thing, and 
that is about being a “climate changer.” 
 

Just think of it!  A climate changer is the type of person who changes the energy 
of a room by his or her mere presence.  This person doesn’t simply respond to 
the “climate” around (a thermometer), but can actively change it ( a thermostat)! 
 

The Climate Changer is changeable.  When necessary, the Climate Changer is 
filled with energy, gusto and an oftentimes quiet zest for living.  Regardless of 
what’s going on in the world, the Climate Changer is able to get up with             
enthusiasm and go to bed looking for ways to make life worth living to the full.   
 

When necessary, the Climate Changer can lift another with a simple handshake, 
hug, smile or eye-engaging nod.  A Climate Changer can help us feel               
appreciated.  When many around us are only able to find the negative in the 
news, the climate changer is able to look for the gemstones—and find them.  
 

Many of these gem stones lie within the confines of our own minds.  They’re 
precious positive memories that left deep impressions.  And when they’re          
recalled and relived — they instantly change the climate — and the rules of the 
game we’re playing.  
 

Instead of being filled with dread, fear, worry or gloom—when you take a look 
back through memory land (or someone else’s positive memories) — you are 
instantly uplifted and enlightened.  And you suddenly develop greater courage 
and confidence to go out into the world and change the climate around you by 
becoming who you’ve always wanted to be.   
 

We can all sit around and argue about the politics of climate change.  But what 
is the point of it if the climate within our own minds hasn’t changed? What does 
it matter the temperature on the outside if we are cold and hating within?  
 

Regardless of the temperature on the outside—whether it’s below freezing in 
London at the moment, or about 40 degrees in Melbourne—we can still choose 
to be kind, friendly and helpful to ourselves and others.   
 

Regardless of previous setbacks and defeats—despite failures and retreats—we 
can still pick ourselves up and prepare ourselves for better days.    
 
Jesus said “Seek first the Kingdom of God”.

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On Wednesday morning (AEST) 13 January 2010, the Caribbean nation of Haiti 
was struck by a massive 7.0-magnitude earthquake. It could be felt strongly in 
eastern Cuba, more than 200 miles away (BBC). 
  

Much of the infrastructure has been destroyed including hospitals and roads. It 
is estimated that about 200,000 lives have been lost and possibly 3 million peo-
ple – one third of Haiti’s population – have been affected according to the Red 
Cross. Thousands are in need of urgent medical attention but without hospitals 
and medical supplies, the situation is grim. 
  
The Episcopal Relief and Development Agency (ERD) is the international relief 
and development agency of the Episcopal Church of the United States and have 
been working in Haiti. They have already disbursed emergency funding to the 
Diocese of Haiti. 
  
The Anglican Board of Mission is accepting donations for the victims of the 
earthquake which will be sent to Haiti through ERD, our fellow Anglican partner, 
who are “committed to a long-term response and recovery effort” with “one of 
the largest and perhaps most socially engaged diocese of the Episcopal 
Church”.(ERD Haiti Disaster Response) 
  
Please pray for all people in Haiti, the Western Hemisphere's poorest country, 
as they need much support and care. Pray for the injured, for those in distress, 
for those who have lost loved ones in this terrible tragedy and also, for the res-
cuers and aid workers who are working in terrible conditions.
